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Independent Practitioner’s Review Engagement Report

We have reviewed the accompanying schedule of remuneration and travel expenses - Chief and Councillors of the
Thunderchild First Nation, and a summary of significant accounting policies (together the “schedule”) for the year
ended March 31, 2023.

The procedures performed in a review are substantially less in extent than, and vary in nature from, those performed
in an audit conducted in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards. Accordingly, we do not
express an audit opinion on this schedule.

Based on our review, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the schedule is not prepared,
in all material respects, in accordance with the First Nations Financial Transparency Act.

The schedule is prepared to assist the Thunderchild First Nation to meet the
requirements of the First Nations Financial Transparency Act. As a result, the schedule may not be suitable for
another purpose.
